Terry Christopher is a rising talent as a singer/songwriter from New York City. After working in entertainment industry for many years as a lead singer/dancer, Terry set his sights on his love of music and songwriting.  Terry’s sound is a fusion of Pop/Funk/Blue-Eyed Soul. Even more incredible, is the fact that Take Another Look placed 8th out of the TOP 40 albums rated on Outvoice in 2005, 3 years after it’s debut. MTV  licensed all 10 of Terry's debut songs and many of his unreleased song from Journey of a Wordsmith for their program “MADE!” and ASCAP has awarded Terry consecutive songwriting grants which has culminated into his Sophomore release, Journey of a Wordsmith. 

His influences are far and wide.  They are rooted in the sounds from Marvin Gaye, the Beatles and early Motown to Hall & Oats, Elton John, Maroon 5, Panic at the Disco and Scissor Sisters.
